GUIDELINES FOR INSPECTIONS:
TERMINOLOGY

Visual condition:

Look for obvious damage, missing parts, sharp protrusions and cosmetic appearance of equipment including disfiguration by graffiti and chewing gum. 

Fasteners :

This refers to nuts, bolts, screws and clamps which need to be checked to see if they are intact or becoming loose.  On tyre seat swings check that fastenings are not pulling through tyre wall. 

Moving parts:

This refers to function of gate hinges and latches, seesaw pivot, upper suspension arrangements for swings, rolling log bearings, zip-wire runner, centre bearing of roundabout and springs of spring mounted play seats.

Structure:

This covers the construction and framework of the play equipment, seats and tables.  Handrails and climbing nets must be firmly secured.  Decks must be in a sound state.    

Mountings/Foundations:

This covers the method of securing the equipment to the ground.  These must be firmly secured.  

NORTH STREET PLAY AREA

General  safety:

Look for and remove any sharp objects.  The wood chip safety surface can hide dangerous objects. Check that notices/signs are in good condition.
