MS would contact DCC Highways to see if this would be possible. If any further costs would be incurred he would add it as an item to the next meeting agenda.

There would not be enough space for a gateway on both sides of the road at the proposed site. District Councillors’ Report
Cllr Horsington updated the Parish Council on the Unitary Consultation. Over 60% of the public who responded had expressed a preference for a medium conurbation and a medium county. Christchurch, Bournemouth and Poole could make up the conurbation and the rest of Dorset making up the county authority. TY said that the proposal would not be financially disadvantageous for the county. All councils would  meet in January to make a final decision, and agree a bid to DCLG.

WD/D/16/002335 – Garage conversion for use as an artist’s studio


Garage to east side of Mill Lane, Charminster

SW proposed no objection with the caveat that if the building was no longer required as an artist’s studio then it should only be converted back to its original use. TY seconded and all voted in favour.

LG proposed formulating a policy for donations in the future to ensure they are still relevant. TY seconded and all voted in favour.

a) To consider quote to fell two trees in the cemetery
Three quotes had been received for the felling of the trees. KB proposed instructing Applewood to undertake the work. KA seconded and all voted in favour.

b) To consider quote for maintenance of Princes Plot

Four quotes had been received for the proposed work to Princes Plot. It was agreed that the bottom and middle areas should be cut. RE proposed instructing George Hall to undertake the work. SP seconded and all voted in favour.
c) Update from defibrillator group
SH updated the Parish Council on the progress of the defibrillator group. The faculty for the Church would be agreed in February. The electrical work would cost £265 + VAT which the PC would need to contribute towards.

d) Update on North Street footpath purchase
The paperwork had been received but several issues had been highlighted which needed attention and have therefore been sent back to the Solicitors.
e) To consider adoption of payphones

SP proposed purchasing the two payphones earmarked for removal in Charminster.GR seconded and the majority voted in favour.
f) Purchase of storage containers for Parish Council records

KA proposed spending £50 on storage containers. SH seconded and all voted in favour.
