District Councillors’ Report
TY informed the Parish Council that the planning application for the former Prison site in Dorchester had been rejected by the Planning Committee.

A retail study would be carried out for the proposed Charles Street development in Dorchester along with public consultation. Once a scheme favourable to the public had been agreed upon the development would be able to move forward.

Wolfeton Riding House had been granted temporary approval for one year. The effect on the locality would be monitored during that period by the Planning Committee.
The DAPTC would be holding workshops and briefings on local government reorganisation. TY recommended Councillors attend.

It was felt that making the pitch larger would result in footballs straying onto the road, however, it may be possible to make the goal posts bigger. The Clerk would look at costs.
